Part 4

· If you have worked in a group in the process of "Problem Definition", "Problem Analysis" and "Model Development" phases of Part 3, specify the following in 1 page:

· Who were in the group? Give names, and positions in the firm. Specify if they are industrial engineers.

· Describe the contribution of each person in the group to the work you have described.

· Describe your role in the group. Specify the tasks you have carried out. If you have not worked in a group, write a report on what could have been different in your work if you had worked in a group.

Part 5
· Describe Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (DEI) Practices:
· How diverse was the worker profile in the workplace? Consider many aspects such as age, gender, race, nationality, religion, language, physical and mental ability, sexual orientation, etc.

· Was equity prioritized? Specify if fair access, opportunity, and advancement for all individuals were prioritized.

·  Describe if it was an inclusive workplace.

· If source has more than two writers: (Dix et al., 2001) 

· While referring to sources in sentence, the writer should be used as a subject not the source itself.

· A correct example:

“Clark and Scarf (1960) characterize optimal ordering policies for an incapacitated serial inventory system”.
· A wrong example:

“Optimal ordering policies for an incapacitated serial inventory system are characterized in Clark and Scarf (1960)”.

· While referring to websites, the citation should be done as following;
